2012 WALLENBERG HONORS PROGRAM

INFORMATION FOR THE NOMINATING COMMITTEE

Area 5 – Essex County
1.
The Wallenberg Honors Program is sponsored by The Wallenberg Foundation of New Jersey, Inc.

2.
All candidates come from middle schools and high schools in ten northern New Jersey counties, which have been divided into five areas.  You are a school in Area 5.  Every school in the five areas is urged to offer one candidate for consideration.  
3.  Each school or school district should select a committee that will examine the specified criteria and recommend a student (one from each high school and one from each middle school).  This committee should include at least one guidance counselor, teacher, and administrator.  While actions taken in school are well known to the committee, those that occur outside of school should also be considered.  Newspapers, magazines, and newsletters published by helping organizations may provide information on students that is relevant to the Wallenberg Honors Program.

4. 
The school or the student being nominated should complete the application page, which must be signed by the student’s parent(s), the principal, and the superintendent.

5. The school should use the nomination form on the website to indicate how the nominee has demonstrated the “courage and compassion” of Raoul Wallenberg.  It is important for the school to follow the instructions below:  
· Provide specific details about the student’s action(s), including examples and anecdotes.
· Make absolutely certain to use he or she, him or her, and the student instead of your nominee’s name as well as the generic phrase the school instead of the actual name of your school.  This is to preclude favoritism during the reading of the nominations.  
· Do not exceed the allotted space.  Type your narrative electronically and then print a paper copy OR print a blank paper copy and then type or affix your narrative.  Write or type the name of the student and the school on the back of the sheet.

· Do not send any attachments or enclosures.

Members of the Parsippany-Troy Hills Township School District administer the Essex component of the Wallenberg Honors Program.  Accordingly, applications from Essex County (paper copies of the application page and the narrative) must be sent no later than March 30, 2012, to:

7. The Wallenberg Foundation Education Committee will examine each application.  Up to eight (8) Finalists from the high school level and up to eight (8) Finalists from the middle school level will be selected for Essex County.  Successful candidates will be notified by mid April and invited to attend the award ceremony, which will be held at 7:00 P.M. on May 15, 2012, at Parsippany Hills High School.  A copy of your narrative will be sent with the letter of invitation so your nominee knows the reason for his/her nomination.  At the ceremony, all Finalists will receive recognition from The Wallenberg Foundation of New Jersey, Inc.  In addition, from each of the two groups of Finalists, one (1) Honoree and one (1) Distinguished Honoree could be announced, and those students will receive a monetary award.  The Distinguished Honorees will be presented with a resolution at a session of the New Jersey State Assembly.
